Our Fiano is bursting with citrus, stone fruits and lemon rind. 

 

PALATE 

The Serafino Bellissimo Fiano is a bright vibrant wine, displaying intense citrus and 
floral characters. The wine is crisp and refreshing with layers of flavour and a fine 
mouthwatering finish. Think orange blossom. 
 

CELLARING POTENTIAL 

Enjoy now. This wine is a drink now style which will provide excellent summer drinking. 

 

FOODMATCH 

Try this wine with oysters and fresh seafood, like salt and pepper squid or braised 

octopus. 

 

VINEYARD 

The fruit for this wine is sourced from  in the Whites Valley region of 

McLaren Vale. 

 

WINEMAKER NOTES 

The grapes were harvested during the night to keep the fruit cool and preserve fruit 

flavours and freshness.  Fermented in a stainless steel vessel, the wine was then left on 

yeast lees to develop a richer mouthfeel and flavour complexity.
